














In order to participate in the BEDA Programme,
the interested school will present a complete Project
subject to fulfilling all the requirements stated in the
corresponding announcement. Essentially, these
requirements include an implementation plan for
English language teaching; a teacher training
proposal; and an external evaluation project, both
for students and for the Project itself.

An Evaluation Committee  integrating members of
the Madrid Catholic Schools’ Secretariat, Cambridge
ESOL and professional representatives of the
collaborating entities of the BEDA Programme, will
select the schools and will also be responsible for the
annual revision, and implement of the projects that
have been approved.

As members of the BEDA Programme, the schools
will have access to on-going assessment of their
executive board and those responsible for the
Programme; permanent training offered by the
Pedagogical Department of FERE-CECA
MADRID in collaboration with Macmillan
Publishers; and external evaluation through
Cambridge ESOL for students and the school project
itself. Furthermore, as a BEDA Programme member,
the school will have the right to locate a sign
acknowledging accreditation in a place of their choice.

No cost is involved for the school in the presentation
and admission of the school Project for its inclusion
in the BEDA Programme.
